Thank you to our Dingeman FFC for sponsoring a FANTASTIC field trip to Junior Achievement 

BizTown.  On January 11th our 5th graders had an opportunity to experience JA BizTown right here in San Diego.  

This amazing program combines in-class learning with a day-long visit to this fully-interactive simulated town facility. 

For five weeks before the visit to the BizTown site, students began preparing for the experience.  They learned about 

what a Community is and what it means to be part of one.  Another lesson was on taxes and the role government 

plays in providing goods and services.  The students also studied free enterprise, and the importance of philanthropy. 

At last the 5th graders were ready to visit BizTown.  Each student had previously interviewed for a position at a 

business.
